We mail this newsletter to everyone on the
lake (member or not), and ask only $20 a year to belong. It doesn't seem right to have everyone
benefit in the work we do for the lake, but not share the costs involved. Without more property
owner's support, we can't be a viable organization. 

Presently Deer Lake is being supported by the Department of Fish and Game with massive fish
plantings and the Department of Ecology with milfoil grants.  County commissioners come to
our meetings and listen to our concerns.  These and other agencies support us because we
represent a big voting block in Stevens County.  Please add to our enrollment by making this $20
investment to Deer Lake's future.  Help us to continue protecting and enhancing our beautiful
lake!



Want to do something fishy?

Weather permitting, Saturday, October 9th, we will install the fish pens that will hold this year's
planted fish over the winter.  It takes about 2 hours to move the frames into place and attach the
nets above and below the water.  If anyone would like to volunteer to help stretch the nets on the
frames, we'd appreciate it, and you'll probably find it very interesting work.  Call Ken at
499-3170 if you would like to come and see how it's done.  The pens have been stored on the
northwest side of the Narrows on Joe and Lonnie Gray's property.  The baby fish will be
delivered by the Fish and Game Dept. near the end of October.

If anyone would like to raise fish this winter, all you need is 12 to 15 feet of water next to your
dock, and an electric power source to run the aerator.  The fish and their food are furnished by the
Fish and Game Dept.  Jim Santora's pens are scheduled to receive rainbow trout and the other
two pens are expecting rainbows or kokanee.

Milfoil Update

The fight continues…Just after the 4th of July festivities we attacked the milfoil in the narrows.
Brian Humphrey, Jerry Paffile, Jack Davis and Kevin Schroeder went into the jungle at the north
end of the narrows to apply some 2,4-D to the less than an acre of weeds. They went through a
bunch of hoops to get to that point, with notification to the residents in the area and in the
newspaper. They donated their time and the materials were paid for by the Early Emergent Grant
from DOE. A big thank you to these guys for all their efforts.

 At the same time Ace Diving went around the lake looking for weeds hiding along the shore.
With a hint from a shoreline resident they looked closer into the swim area of Julius Terrace.
They found a rather large patch which they took two days to hand pull.

In September they will come back and check out both the attacked areas to see if they got it all. If
not they will try to clean up any residual plants that hand pulling and chemical application did
not get. By the November newsletter I will have a detailed map of where plants have been found
over the years.

Our Grant will run out by the end of this summer. We will be looking into either another grant or
setting up a Lake Management District or both to get money to continue the battle. More on that
subject to come in future newsletters. The battle continues…..

some seemed the size of aircraft carriers this year!  Mike Phillips of the Salvation Army Camp
will get in his share of the work later when he disposes of the wood this fall. Many docks were
brought in by their owners and really saved us time and effort.  The Ennis family once again
donated the use of the Sunrise Point Resort for the annual dock demolition, and when thanked for
his participation, Clyde just smiled and said, "See you next year!"

It would be helpful to bring your bags to the fire station on
the East side of the lake, as there will be a truck there to take the bags to the dump.   

This activity would be a great place for families to teach their children about community service.
The fall cleanup is when we normally don't have enough help, which makes for more work for
the rest of us. Please watch for the info signs coming into the lake to remind you, as the time gets
closer.

Deer Lake Signs

As you know, there are two humongeous maps of Deer Lake, one at the East entrance off Garden
Spot Road, and the other near the public access areas on the West.  What you may not know,
certainly I did not know, is DLPOA owns them.  Both signs have been refurbished recently.  The
East side sign was done by Spokane ProCare, the company that Brian Humphrey and Kevin
Schroeder are part of, and it is now installed.  The West side sign was worked on by Dave
Watkins, Jerry Paffile, Jim LaGette and Brian and will be installed ProCare.  The foundations

The refurbished sign will be framed by new
wood poles provided by Mr Watkins, and there
are thoughts about providing lights at night.
